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     The process of attainment of COs and POs starts from finalizing COs for each 

course of the program UG and PG first year to final year. The COs and POs of Undergraduate 

Programs are defined by the Higher Education Department, Madhya Pradesh according to 

NEP-2020, while for Post-Graduate Programs, the COs and POs are defined by respective 

Subject faculties in consultation with different stakeholders.  

The college has developed a system for the evaluation of attainment of learning outcomes. 

The faculties of respective department have assessed the CO attainment of the students of their 

respective class as per the following methodology.  

Methodology- 

Both direct and indirect assessment should be considered while computing CO attainment.
