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Regarding admission rules for reservation policy as per Madhya 
Pradesh government

1. For applicants belonging to Scheduled Castes (SC) and Scheduled Tribes (ST), 16% and
20% of seats will be reserved respectively. The distribution of seats within these two
categories will be interchangeable.

2. For applicants from Other Backward Classes (excluding the creamy layer), 14% of seats will
be reserved.

3. In third round, if the reserved category applicants are not available for the vacant reserved
seats, the respective vacant seats will remain available for applicants from the general
category.

12. ReservaƟon: As per the reservaƟon policy of the Government of Madhya Pradesh, the

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8.4. Following the Ɵmetable of the CLC round, aŌer the second round, admission rules under Clauses 28.1 
to 28.9 shall be ensured for the vacant reserved seats. In case eligible applicants from the relevant reserved 
category are not available, the vacant seats as per the provisions of Clause 28.12 shall be reallocated 
according to the designated Ɵmetable for applicants from the general category. 
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28.2 For applicants belonging to Scheduled Castes (SC) and Scheduled Tribes (ST), 16% and 20% of seats 
will be reserved respecƟvely.
