THE MADHYA PRADESH OFFICIAL LANGUAGE ACT, 1957

{Recetved the assent of the Governor ou the 24th January, 1955: agsent first
published in the “Madhya Pradesh Gazettee”™ on the 7ik February, 1958).

An Act to declare the official language of the State of Madhya Pradesh.

Whereas it is expedicnt to provide for the adoption of Hindi as the language
to be used for the official purposes of the State of Madhya Pradesh;

1t is enacted by the Madhva Pradesh Legislaturc in the Eighth Year of the
Republic of India as fellows :—

1. (1) This Act may be called the Madhva Pradesh Official Language
Act, 1957.

(2) 1t extends to the whole of Madhya Pradesh and it shall come
into force immediately on its publication in the Madhya Pradesh Guzette.

2. In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
context, ‘Hindi’ means Hindi in the Devanagar: Script. :

3. [(1)7® Subject as hereinafter provided, Hindi shall be the ‘official
language of the State for all purposes except such purposes as are specifically
excluded by the Constitution and in respect of such matters as may be specified
by Government from time to time by notification.

{(2) The form of numerals to he used for the official purposes of the
State shall be the Devanagari form of numerals :

E;-ovidecl that the State Government mov, by nodfication, autherise the
wse of the international form of Indian numerals for any official purpese of the
State.]®

4., The language to he nsed n,—

() all Bills to be introduced or amendment thereto to be moved
in each Housc of the State Legislature;

() all Acts passed by cach House of the State Legislaturce;

() all Ovdinances promudgated under Article 213 of the Const-
itution of India ;

(d) all orders, rules, regulations and bye-laws issued by the State
Government urder the Consticution of India or under any law
made by the Parliament or the Legidature of the State;

shall, on and {rom such date, as the Siate Government
may, in respect of each of the  items aferesaid, appoint by
notification, be Hindi.
5. (1} The Government shall have powcer to make rales for carrving
ont the provisions of this Act,

(2) The Madhya Pradesh Official Languages Act, 1950 (XXIV  of
1958) and the Madhva Bharat Official Langncge Act. Samvat 2007 (67 of
18501, shall stand repealed.
